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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
Brevard Workforce staff has prepared a Return on Investment Study for the Workforce Investment Act (WIA) Program and the Welfare Transition (WT) Program operated by Brevard Workforce Career Centers in three full service locations throughout Brevard County.  This report is a snapshot of these programs for Program Years 2007-2008 and 2008-2009, with data from prior year studies included for comparison purposes. 

The Return on Investment compares the investment by Brevard Workforce of federal dollars into the operation of the programs, and estimates the dollars returned to the community by those customers who completed the program and became gainfully employed.  Elements of the “dollars returned” include earned salaries, federal taxes, FICA and a conservative calculation of sales tax on consumable goods purchased with earnings.  Other elements of the “dollars returned” include an estimate of the amount of benefits saved that are no longer required by successful completers of the programs, including unemployment compensation insurance, cash assistance, food stamps, medical assistance, and Supplemental Security Income (SSI).

The Brevard Workforce in accordance with Workforce Investment Act Program expended a total of $2,338,695 or $10,440.60 per customer placed and produced an estimated Return on Investment of $3.12 per dollar spent for Program Year 2007-2008.  Expenditures for Program Year 2008-2009 were a total of $2,011,898 or $22,605.60 per customer placed and an estimated Return on Investment of $1.38 per dollar spent.  
The expenditures in accordance with the Welfare Transition Program were a total of $1,963,267 or $5,747.38 per customer placed and produced an estimated Return on Investment of $4.34 per dollar spent for Program Year 2007-2008.  Results for Program Year 2008-2009 were a total of $1,571,738 or $5,514.87 per customer placed and an estimated Return on Investment of $4.43 per dollar spent.

Brevard Workforce’s commitment to the identification and utilization of “Other People’s Money” as well as the devotion to continuous improvement are evident in the high Return on Investment for the Welfare Transition population.  Due to a declining economy,  WIA costs per customer placed in a job  has continued to increase as gaining employment  becomes harder thus affecting the ROI negatively since 2007.  Another factor that affected the lower 2008-2009 ROI was the receipt of $616,626 in American Recovery and Reinvestment Act funds that included a new program piece, paid work experiences for job seekers, thus creating a much higher cost per placement than was seen in prior years.  Also, because customers being served with these funds were not employed but still in training or work experience during the reporting period of this study, ROI has not been realized yet for these individuals.
A complete analysis and findings can be found in the full Return on Investment report that follows.
INTRODUCTION
Profit is the yardstick by which private enterprise is measured.  In much of the private sector, the word “profit” actually refers to Return on Investment, the value computed by comparing the total money invested in a project with the eventual net increase in funds for the investor.  The United States Congress called on the Workforce Investment system to explore Return on Investment through the Workforce Investment Act at Section 136, which states:

“PERFORMANCE ACCOUNTABILITY SYSTEM – (a) Purpose-The purpose of this section is to establish a comprehensive performance accountability system…in order to optimize the return on investment of Federal funds in statewide and local workforce investment activities.”
Congress clearly recognized the importance of investment in the “human capital” of our nation and the need to measure the return on our monetary investment in publicly funded programs.  However, it has not provided a common definition of Return on Investment.  In past years, the employment and training system has demonstrated its performance with outcome-based and follow-up measures like entered unsubsidized employment rate and average wage at placement.  These measures are important as they can be assessed against planned objectives, which indicate the ability of the customer to eliminate dependence on federal and local support.  However, these outcome-based and follow-up measures do not measure the impact of program activities in relation to investment.  In other words, whether society actually receives economic or social gains by financing workforce development programs has not been measured.

Of particular importance to the Workforce Development Boards that oversee workforce development programs is the time that society must wait to recoup the funds paid out in support of program objectives.  This is accomplished by applying the concept of profit in the private sector; that is, the time required for the funds invested to be recouped, with the subsequent economic gain for society considered to be the profit.

With this in mind, BW proposes to determine the average amount of federal financial assistance necessary to secure each entry into unsubsidized employment and then determine the time it takes for each participant to “repay” these funds by being a member of the local workforce.  BW has adapted both the formulas and methods of statistical analysis developed by KOG, Associates, Inc. as necessary to:

· Identify the cost of placing individuals into unsubsidized employment; and 

· Quantify the “repayment” of funds using a formula based on the outcome and placement wage.

BW has used multiple resources to estimate the amount of federal income taxes, local sales taxes, and FICA payments returned by participants as a result of their participation in local employment and training programs.  When combined with identified savings to society when an individual is no longer receiving benefits such as unemployment insurance benefits, food stamps, medical assistance and public assistance, the results of these computations can be used to estimate a length of time for the average participant to “repay” federal financial assistance contributions.
BACKGROUND

In this era of increasing demands for accountability and cost effectiveness, employment and training administrators are questioned as to whether program outcomes justify the cost of providing services.  They must attempt to answer these questions by quantifying the relationship between the cost and the real world effects of their programs.  In other words, to what extent are the expenditures for employment and training programs justified in terms of the economic effect realized by the community and society?

The Return on Investment study is an analysis of historical data and takes a backward look at outcomes.  Return on Investment alone can not be used to support a growing organization but must be combined with other continuous improvement tools such as the annual Chartering Criteria Review to help plan and shape a pioneering, dynamic organization.

A return on investment study of workforce development can and should be approached from three different aspects; 1) the customer, 2) local economy, and 3) the employer.  This study attempts to address to some extent all three areas.

It is not possible to measure the benefits to the workforce and the local economy in the same manner that a business would measure the return for goods produced and sold.  Measuring “human capital” is a much more subjective endeavor.  While direct benefits can be determined by outcome measures such as employment and wage at placement, facts that can be captured by the system, there are other indirect impacts such as benefits (health insurance, retirement, vacation) from employment, opportunities for advanced training and self-improvement, and the influence of a positive role model for other members of the family unit.  In addition, there are gains by businesses as a result of change in workplace behaviors, reduced turnover rates, reduced costs of recruiting and screening potential employees, and the improved performance of customers who enter the workforce system as employed workers.  

One approach to the assessment of benefits and costs is to view the services as public investments.  However, because of the nature and inter-relatedness of public programs, measuring the return on investment for a single program can be a complex and speculative task.  The techniques for undertaking a Return on Investment study within the employment and training environment are still very much in the developmental stages, particularly in evaluating the long-term impact of the services.  Some of these problems are:

· Numerous factors can influence the level and length of employment of any economy and its related effects on the economy of the United States; and local, state and national political climates;

· Comparison of future values with present values is, at best, speculative; and 

· Impact of other socially funded programs.

This Return on Investment study is based on actual program expenditures and quantification of specific costs and benefits.  The calculations of the costs are rather straightforward.  The calculations of benefits may be more speculative.  The success of applying this benefit-cost analysis is, in large part, the result of a systemized process of calculating benefits.

For the purpose of this study the Return on Investment will be analyzed in relation to total expenditures of the employment and training program in terms of how long it takes to offset these costs with projected benefits for placements in Program Years 2007-2008 and 2008-2009.  These costs not only include the direct cost of tuition, books, etc. but also include all indirect costs of doing business such as staff salaries, building/facility charges, etc. 
Benefits are defined as direct benefits and indirect benefits.  Direct benefits are calculated as the projected payment of federal and state income tax, FICA and state sales tax.   Indirect benefits are calculated as savings over a 12-month period for public assistance, such as:

· Welfare cash payments;

· Medical Assistance payments;

· Food stamps; and 

· Unemployment Insurance not used after placement.

Other indirect benefits not calculated in this study, but which may be considered as Return on Investment, are savings from other social programs and the impact of the multiplier effect on the purchase value of employed individuals versus unemployed individuals.

MEASURE AND OPERATIONAL DEFINITION

The operational definition is the comparison of the direct and indirect benefits to the total annual program and administrative costs of services.

Direct benefits + Indirect benefits

Total annual program and administrative costs
Unless otherwise noted, benefits and salaries were calculated based on 40 hours a week for 52 weeks.  A family size of 3 was used as the standard throughout and wherever possible the monthly benefit amounts were taken from the Living Wage Study for Brevard prepared by BW staff in June 2009.  For all benefits, the most conservative number was used.
· TANF maximum monthly benefit for a family of 3 is $303.00.  
· Food stamp maximum monthly benefit for a family of 3 is $526.00
· TANF and Food Stamp benefits for the Welfare Transition Program were calculated based on the current monthly benefit amount at the time of case closure. 

· Medical Assistance amounts were taken from Kaiser State Health Facts published by Henry J Kaiser Family Foundation (non-profit, private operating foundation focusing on the major health care issues facing the U.S.) listing the average FY 2007 Medicaid payments per adult were $2,854 or $237 per month. (www.statehealthfacts.org)
· SSI benefits were taken from the 2009 Annual Report by the Social Security Administration:  “The Supplemental Security Income (SSI) program is a nationwide Federal assistance program administered by the Social Security Administration (SSA) that guarantees a minimum level of income for needy aged, blind, or disabled individuals. As of December 2008, 7.5 million individuals received Federally-administered monthly SSI benefits averaging $637. 

· Unemployment Compensation calculations were based on a maximum amount of $275 per week.  A conservative estimate of 50% of the maximum ($137.50) was used because not all customers receive the maximum amount.  In addition, UC benefits can be up to 26 weeks; however, since the customer was already receiving benefits at the time of registration this study assumes an average of 13 weeks remaining.  Extended benefits were not included in the calculations for this study because they were a result of economic situations and not the standard.
· The return for state sales tax is calculated at 50 percent of the disposable funds as not all expenditures are assessed a sales tax.

FINDINGS AND ANALYSIS

WORKFORCE INVESTMENT ACT PROGRAM
Findings/Highlights

Program Year 2007 – 2008 

· The average salary is $15.34, with a range of $6.67 (1 customer) to $56.89 per hour (1 customer).

· Of the 450 customers served, 224 were placed in unsubsidized employment and 160 of those were placed in employment positions at $10.00 per hour or higher.

· 44 customers were placed in employment positions at $20.00 per hour or higher.

· 15 customers were placed in employment positions at $30.00 per hour or higher.

· 32 customers who became employed had been eligible for and receiving unemployment compensation insurance.  
· 1 customer had been receiving Temporary Assistance to Needy Families.

· 10 customers were receiving food stamps at the time of their registration in the program.

· Total cost for the Workforce Investment Act Program for Program Year 2007-2008 was $2,338,695 which calculates to a cost of $10,440.60 per customer placed in employment.
· Of the 224 customers included in the calculation for the Return on Investment Study for Program Year 2007-2008, 20 received only Assisted Core Services, 42 received only Core and Intensive Services and 162 actually attended training.   Customers who are exited from Assisted Core and Intensive services into employment would have a significantly positive impact on the return on investment figure, as fewer dollars would have been expended on their behalf in the services provided through the Career Centers.  It is important to note that this study does not capture information on customers who received only self assisted services.  The inclusion of that customer group would have a positive impact on the return on investment.
Findings/Highlights

Program Year 2008 – 2009 

· The average salary is $14.20, with a range of $6.85 (1 customer) to $50.00 per hour (1 customer).

· Of the 488 customers served, 89 were placed in unsubsidized employment and 64 of those were placed in employment positions at $10.00 per hour or higher.

· 14customers were placed in employment positions at $20.00 per hour or higher.

· 4 customers were placed in employment positions at $30.00 per hour or higher.

· 17 customers who became employed had been eligible for and receiving unemployment compensation insurance.

· 0 customers had been receiving Social Security Income/Disability.

· 2 customers had been receiving Temporary Assistance to Needy Families.

· 11 customers were receiving food stamps at the time of their registration in the program.

· Total cost for the Workforce Investment Act Program for Program Year 2008-2009 was $2,669,667.00 which calculates to a cost of $22,605.60 per customer placed in employment.
· Of the 89 customers included in the calculation for the Return on Investment Study for Program Year 2008-2009, 11 received only Assisted Core Services, 34 received Core and Intensive Services and 49 completed Assisted Core, Intensive and attended training.   It is important to note that this study does not capture information on customers who received only self assisted services.  The inclusion of that customer group would have a positive impact on the return on investment.
WELFARE TRANSITION PROGRAM 
Findings/Highlights

Program Year 2007 – 2008 

· The average salary is $9.18, with a range of $6.67 (10 customers) to $20.19 per hour (1 customer).
· 111 customers became employed at wages of $10.00 an hour or higher.

· 98 customers had been receiving Temporary Assistance to Needy families.  This was down from 199 in the PY 06-07 report.

· 181 customers were receiving food stamps and Medical Assistance at the time of their placement into employment.  
· Total cost for the Welfare Transition Program for Program Year 2007-2008 was $1,963,267, which calculates to $5,747 per customer placed in unsubsidized employment.
· Of the 337 customers who entered employment, 142 were indicated as transitional(1), 69 were indicated as mandatory(2).  The remaining 126 customers had no designation.
· Records indicate that 9 customers were considered as medically deferred(3) (Less than 90 Days) and 5 were medically deferred for more than 90 days.  This represents a decrease of 56 medical deferrals less than 90 days and a decrease of 59 for medical deferrals more than 90 days. 
Findings/Highlights

Program Year 2008 – 2009 

· The average salary is $8.91, with a range of $6.78 (1 customer) to $21.85 per hour (1 customer).

· 81 customers became employed at wages of $10.00 an hour or higher.

· 99 customers had been receiving Temporary Assistance to Needy families.  This was down from 233 in the PY 06-07 report.

· 148 customers were receiving food stamps and Medical Assistance at the time of their placement into employment.  

· Total cost for the Welfare Transition Program for Program Year 2008-2009 was $1,571,738, which calculates to 5,514.87 per customer placed in unsubsidized employment.

· Of the 281 customers who became employed, 128 were indicated as transitional, 90 were indicated as mandatory and 66 had no designation.
· Records indicate that 12 customers were considered as medically deferred (Less than 90 Days), an increase of 3 from PY 07-08, and 4 were considered medically deferred (More than 90 days), an increase of 1 from PY 07-08.  
1) 
transitional – a transitional customer is one who is receiving Welfare Transition services after case is closed due to employment.  It begins the month the customer does not receive TANF.

2) 
mandatory – a mandatory customer is anyone who is currently receiving TANF and was referred to us by the Department of Children & Families.  Participation is required according to local and federal guidelines.

3) 
medically deferred – is anyone that is currently under a physicians care and they have turned in the required medical form that states they are unable to participate.  They too are mandatory, but medically deferred.

OVERALL OBSERVATIONS:
New procedures that have been implemented and appear to have a positive impact on the Return on Investment include: tracking Scholarship requests along with de-obligations, budget updates and the usage of “Other People’s Money” which began in May 2003; tracking Upfront Diversion Requests; and a focus on developing training opportunities for employed workers.
· “Other Peoples Money” resulted in an additional $500,685 in training money for PY 07-08 and $393,243 for PY 08-09.
· 31 customers were diverted from receiving Public Assistance for PY 07-08 and 14 for PY 08-09.  
Workforce Investment Act Program

The Return on Investment for the Workforce Investment Act Program is based on 224 customers finding employment during program year 2007-2008 and 89 customers finding employment during program year 2008-2009 detailed as follows:

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The number of customers entering employment has begun a steady decline due to a declining economy, significant budget cuts and seriously high unemployment rates.  There are fewer jobs available and budget cuts have limited the availability of training opportunities.  Additional funds received late in the 08-09 Program Year from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 helped to add training opportunities.  The impact of those opportunities is not seen in this study because the customers were still in training during the timeframe covered by this study.  These additional funds and a limited number of available jobs due to the higher unemployment rate resulted in a much higher cost per placement than has been seen in past studies.
CHARACTERISTICS
BWDB studied the results of Workforce Investment Act Program services for four distinct groups:  Adults, Dislocated Workers, Younger Youth, and Older Youth.  The numbers served in each group are shown on the following pages:

The Workforce Investment Act Program Return on Investment Report indicates an impact on the community with an average wage earned by customers of $14.20 per hour based on a 40 hour work week, and an average return on investment of $1.36 for every dollar spent in the operation of the Workforce Investment Program
The figures for Program Years 2007-2008 and 2008-2009 show a continuing reduction in the return on investment due, in part, to the decrease in the number of customers being placed in employment and lower wages for available jobs.  BWDB continues their commitment to maximizing the use of federal funds by identifying “Other People’s Money”; however, a tightening economy is limiting the availability of outside funding as well.
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The Occupational Wages Report from the Bureau of Labor Statistics indicate the average entry wage for all occupations in all industries was $9.16 in PY 07-08 and the median wage was $15.19.  The average placement wage for BWDB customers was $15.34 or 167% of the Brevard County entry level wage and 100.9% of the Brevard County median wage.  

PY 08-09 entry wages were $9.36 and the median wages were $15.52.  The average placement wage for BWDB customers was $14.20 or 151.7% of the Brevard County entry level wage and 9% below the Brevard County median wage.  
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Information was not available to compare Workforce Development Programs on a National level; however, for PY 07-08 the statewide average hourly wage at placement for the Adult program was $17.98 or 7.6% above BWDB’s average of $16.71 per hour and the statewide average for the Dislocated Worker Program was $17.72 or 14.6% above BWDB’s average of $15.46.  The statewide average for Adults in PY 08-09 was $18.92 or 5.9% lower than the BWDB average of $20.11 and for Dislocated Workers the statewide average was $17.72 or 11.1% above the BWDB average of $15.95.

Outcomes for youth programs are geared much more to continuing or completion of high school and other post secondary education rather than placements.  This causes the length of time required to recoup expended funds appear much longer for the youth groups.  This is another area where the indirect benefits can not be measured but should be considered when reviewing the study.

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* The State of Florida pays 118.25 per client per month for Health Maintenance Organization (HMO) coverage in Medical Assistance payments.  The average family size is 2.5 to 2.7 individuals based on information from the State of Florida Welfare Transition Program.  This equates to $295.62 to $319.27 per month per family.  In past studies, KOG Associates, Inc. used a conservative average of $250 per month for each family receiving Welfare Transition Program benefits. 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CONCLUDING STATEMENT

As in all studies of this nature, there is no precise way to track costs by individual and assign specific costs of return.  The value-added of health insurance, dental insurance and a variety of other benefits are indirect costs that should be calculated in a Return on Investment formula.  Unfortunately, methodologies do not exist that would provide information to determine or even estimate the savings or the impact on the local economy for those factors.  Additionally, information on the individuals that left their employment to seek other employment or returned to some form of public assistance is unavailable.  These factors would provide a more realistic value to the actual Return on Investment.

The overall performance of Brevard Workforce, in a time when the unemployment rate has been at an all-time high, as reflected by this study is impressive.  The financial impact on the economy of Brevard County is significant when viewed by the potential savings of public assistance and the return of dollars to the public sector as seen through federal tax, state sales tax, FICA and the dollars returned to the community.  It should also be noted that the strong commitment to maximizing federal dollars through the utilization of “Other People’s Money”, continuous improvement through process evaluation, and improved workforce skills through a focus on meeting the needs of the business customer is reflective in the Return on Investment, shown by this report even in light of a struggling economy.

Overall Brevard Workforce has had a significant impact on the local economy with a profit margin of 138 percent for the Workforce Investment Act Program and 443 percent for the Welfare Transition Program.


Employment and training programs provide substantial service in the local area and have an impact on the local economy.  Tax dollars spent by employment and training agencies such as Brevard Workforce are dollars well spent with a current return of $1.38 to $4.43 for every dollar spent.
